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Information

The Student Ambassador Program at Brown is a Character Education Leadership Initiative for 5th grade students.  It is an opportunity for 5th graders to make a positive difference for our school inside and outside of the classroom.  There are three steps for students to complete in order to become a student ambassador.

STEP ONE: Complete and return the attached application.

STEP TWO: Once 5th graders are assigned to their ambassador position, students will meet with their supervisor (a Brown School adult) to learn about activities and expectations.

STEP THREE:  Before serving as an ambassador, each 5th graders must read and sign a character education contract, which outlines the behavior and academic expectations each ambassador must meet to continue their service.  This contract must also be signed by a parent or guardian.

PART TWO: Your interest in Brown School’s Student Ambassador Positions

There are 13 different 5th Grade Student Ambassador Positions at Brown.  Please read a short description of each ambassador position.  Then you will let us know which positions for you have interest.

A) GREETER: Greeters welcome students to school in the morning.  In addition, they welcome guests to our school on special occasions.

B) TOUR GUIDE: Tour guides take guests in our building on a tour to answer questions about our school and to show them all of the wonderful things going on at Brown.

C) GRAPHIC DESIGNER: Graphic designers help to create programs and posters for special events.

D) PHOTOGRAPHER: Photographers take pictures at special events so they can be posted around our school and on the Brown School website and social media sites.

E) GARDENER:  Gardeners help to maintain our Brown School Garden and our courtyard.

F) JOURNALIST: Journalists help to write about events going on at Brown which will be put into family and community newsletters or posted to the Brown School Facebook page.

G) SCRIPT WRITER: Script writers help to write the scripts for Monday Morning Meetings and for skits that will be acted out during the school year.

H) PUBLIC SPEAKER: Public speakers verbally deliver messages at Brown School assemblies and at special events.

I) GREEN TEAM MEMBER: Green team members will either be assigned to a recycling team or a composting team.

J) OPERATION CHEER-UP: Operation Cheer-Up members engage in activities that help to make other people happy!

K) SAFETY PATROL: You MUST be either a car rider or a walker in the morning to apply for this position. Safety Patrol members help students safely get from cars and buses to inside our building.  They also help students cross the parking lot safely.

L) STAGEHAND: Stagehands help to set up and take down chairs and tables for assemblies.  In addition, they help to move boxes from one location in the building to another.

M) TEACHER ASSISTANT: Teacher Assistants help different teachers around the building with tasks that need to be completed.
