Language Arts 

The students will be practicing our Good Morning Song, Days of the Week song and Months 
of the Year Song. This week we will focus on letter E (sound, action and words that begin 
with E). The students will identify upper and lower case letters and will begin to read 
familiar sight words in the morning message. The student of the week will read the morning 
message and all of the students will identify the letter of the week in the words of the 
message. We will also be working in our literacy centers.  This week we will be reading 
books about Fall and Halloween.

Printing This week we will continue to practice printing letters in the alphabet. We will continue 
working in our handwriting without tears workbooks and our journals, practicing 
tracing/printing, (depending on the level of the student) words to go along with our pictures. 
We will be using chalk boards/white boards and IPADS to practice tracing letters and words. 
We will also practice printing on our Smart Board. We will be practicing our sight words ​(it, to, 
a,I, can,and, the, in,at is, you , if, as, get, for) 

Math This week we will continue to learn about patterns ​(AB, ABC, ABB)​​. We will be using various 
manipulatives as well as worksheets to identify and create patterns. We will also be creating 
our own patterns using construction paper. We will be printing/tracing numbers. “Penelope” 
our counting caterpillar will be turning 27 on Friday representing the 27th​ ​day of school.  

Health
