TARDIES:

1st Unexcused Tardy = Warning and email to parent
2nd Unexcused Tardy = After school detention
3rd Unexcused Tardy = Formal Referral

Excused Tardy = Must have a tardy excuse slip

ABSENCES:

Once you return from an absence, you must first report to the office to turn in your excuse slip.  This way, the teachers know you have an excused absence.  They will then use the proper make-up work policy on the work you missed.
When it is your first day back to school from an absence, you MUST inform Ms. Mercado.  Once roll call is complete, you will be sent to your teachers to retrieve your make-up work.  It is very important that you do this.  The make-up work policy doesn’t allow you much time.
DISCIPLINE:

	Green Notice

A correction to the behavior is directed at least twice.  The third correction is counseling with the teacher.
	Parents receive a green notice reporting the behavior and are requested to speak to the student.

	Yellow Notice

A correction to the behavior is directed at least twice.  The third correction is one on one private counseling the School Counselor.
	Parents receive a yellow notice reporting the unchanged behavior and that the student was referred to the counselor.  The Principal will receive a copy of the yellow notice.

	Red Notice
A correction to the behavior is directed at least twice.  The third correction is a referral to the school Principal.
	The disciplinary form is the Red Notice.
