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Find, read and summarize a current event relating to science (The article you are summarizing must be at least two pages long and an event that happened within the last year.).  You will need to turn in your TYPED summary (minimum of one paragraph in your own words!) and a copy of the article. In addition you may earn up to 5 BONUS points for presenting your article to the class.
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Create 2 Science comic strips about a topic we have covered this year. They must be your own ideas and thoughts. You can draw them or use a computer to create them (if you use a computer, there must be some reference in them, so I know you did them yourself).  Each one must be at least 4 cells in length and “teach” about a topic we covered in class.
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Create a crossword puzzle using at least 20 words from the current science unit. You will need to turn in a copy of the blank puzzle with clues as well as a copy of the answer key (filled in by hand...not typed!)
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Create acrostic poems for 2 of the science vocabulary words we have learned. The word needs to be at least 6 letters long and each line must start with one of the letters. These should be done in sentence form...in other words, not just a bunch of unrelated words that don't have any flow! They should be appropriate to the topic, typed with pictures and backed on individual sheets of construction paper.
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Create a science-themed board game relating to a unit we did this year in class. You will need to include typed rules, game pieces and the game board itself. You may do this one with a partner!
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Create a model of something we have learned about in class. You will need to include a typed paragraph explain some of the science concepts learned about this topic.

Each page will have the letter, the word with definition and/or example and a picture. This should be typed and put together like a book (nice cover and bound together). This can be done with a group of up to 4 people because I am expecting a lot!
