Works Cited Tips
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Works Cited page is at the end of the essay on a new page, centered, and PLURAL (WorkS Cited, not Work).  
· You must have at least 4 sources: the university’s general information page, the page about your chosen major, the personality information page, and the webpage about your career.
· Each entry should be alphabetized by the author’s last name. If no author is listed, it should have the webpage title in quotes—ex. “UGA: Engineering Degree Requirements”—at the beginning.
· In the actual paragraphs of your essay, you should have the author’s last name in parentheses—ex.(Smith) or the first part of the webpage title in quotes AND parentheses—ex. (“UGA: Engineering”) at the end of EVERY sentence where you mention a fact from that webpage.
· Use the links on my website (ajoyhostet.educatorpages.com and click on 3A Lang.) to find your sources and see examples if you have not already.
