	Unit Summary

	Students will begin by defining what a timeline is and create their own timeline. Next, we will explain the connection of timelines to social studies after completing our jigsaw lesson on The Texas Revolution. We will recognize the relationship and begin expanding our thinking on how timelines can be displayed. Students will complete the unit when they create their own Photo Story/iMovie with a timeline related to the Texas Revolution.

	Students will be able to correctly define what a timeline is after exploring an assigned website and they will create their own timeline related to their lives. (EQ 1) 
	English Language Arts and Reading: 
Grade 4 (24) (iii) Research/Gathering Sources. Students determine, locate, and explore the full range of relevant sources addressing a research question and systematically record the information they gather. Students are expected to follow the research plan to collect information from multiple sources of information both oral and written, including visual sources of information (e.g., maps, timelines, graphs) where appropriate.
Technology Applications: 

(1)(A) Creativity and innovation. The student uses creative thinking and innovative processes to construct knowledge and develop digital products. The student is expected to create original products using a variety of resources.

Substitution: 

Students have the option of completing their timeline on the computer, which is a substitution especially because it is optional and it does not change the assignment or enhance it. 
	Students will utilize their “Five Amazing Facts” sheet to record their notes from the website they explore (http://www.readingrockets.org/article/creating-timelines). They will be required to find the definition of timeline, but any additional notes they record is their choice. This sheet will be placed in their ELAR notebook for future use. Next, students will create a rough draft timeline of their life. It must include a minimum of five major events in their lifetime. They will brainstorm ideas with their shoulder buddy and record them in their notebook. Once they have an idea of what their timeline will be students will create a final draft. Students will have the option of creating a timeline using Word Processing or they can create one by hand with in-class art materials. Lastly, we will take an hour to each have about 2-3 minutes to share our timelines. We will reflect on what we liked the most, least, and what we would change/add the next time we created a timeline. 

	Students will be able to gain background knowledge of The Texas Revolution in this jigsaw lesson. (EQ 2)
	English Language Arts and Reading:

Augmentation: Students are only enhancing the learning but it’s at this level versus substitution because it is being shared amongst one another not just individually.
	Lesson Overview: 

In this lesson students are introduced to the Texas Revolution as a class, independently and in groups. They should be able to get the gist of what the Texas Revolution is and who it involves.

Attention-Getter:

The teacher will ask students what do you know about the Texas Revolution? This question will lead us into a KWL as a class starting with only the K and following into the W.

Review:

I will reflect on previous lessons when we have used the jigsaw method, so our time is used as efficiently as possible.  

Content Presentation:

1. Begin with the hook and introduce the K and W part of our class KWL.

2. Students will be broken up into 5 groups of 4 to jigsaw the articles. One group will be selected to read article 2 while the other 4 groups will break up article 1. They will be reading the vocabulary words (hyperlinks) as they read their assigned section. 

3. The article is lengthy, so it will be split amongst the remaining 16 students. 

4. Students have about 30 minutes to thoroughly read their paragraph and an additional 15 minutes to finalize their reading journal. 

5. Rejoin their groups to discuss the parts of the article read. They will have 15 minutes to share information that their group members will record it on google docs as well. 
Practice: 

Students combine their thoughts from their double entry journal and discuss ideas with their small group. As a class we will complete our KWL and reflect on what the students have learned. 

Evaluation:

Students will complete the remaining portions of their double entry reading logs once they have combined their thoughts and ideas with their small group. They will also answer essential question 2 by explaining from what they learned today, how do timelines help understand history/social studies?  As the teacher I will check their reading logs to see how well the content was comprehended and assess if we are ready to complete the final project of our unit.

	Students will be able to display their comprehension of this unit through their digital story timeline. (EQ 2 & 3)

Redefinition: The students are combining photos, music, videos, and animation. This assignment is being published and viewed by the world. 
	Students will display their comprehension of the unit by creating a timeline of the Texas Revolution using Photo Story or iMovie. They will be assessed through a class-made rubric that they can refer to when creating their project. Their rubric will also address that their story will be 2-4 minutes long. Students will upload this to our class webpage where their peers will evaluate them, and I will do so too.

	Approximate Time Needed (Example: 45 minutes, 4 hours, 1 year, etc.)

	An hour a day for 2 weeks. During week 2 students will be creating their digital story telling project. Class time will be utilized for questions regarding their project and working on non-audio parts of their presentation. The second week will also give time for students who need to finish any remaining work related to the unit.

On their digital story final project students will use peer and self-evaluations as well as consistently checking in with me on an as needed basis (at least once). 

Summative:
