Homework/Class work Procedures
           *     Homework is written on the white board in the front of the classroom and should be written in your 
                  Agenda Book.  If not noted otherwise, homework is due the following day. 
           *     Unfinished class work is ALSO homework unless otherwise noted.
· Homework is due the following class period at the START of the class period (out of your binder with your name on it). Finishing it at the last minute, when it is due, will not be accepted as ‘on time’.
· No late homework will be accepted without a Day of Grace pass (can be used 2X in a quarter)
· Late work completed during Husky Help will earn ½ credit.
· Late work will be accepted ONLY one week after due date for ½ credit.  
Assessments (Quizzes, Tests, Projects, Final)

* Some quizzes are unannounced (“pop quizzes”) and they are “open notebook”.  Other quizzes you will know     

          about and they are not open notes.  

   
*  At the end of each unit there will be an assessment, usually a unit test.


*  Test dates are announced and posted ahead of time.  Students will be allowed to make a study guide -one page    

          front and back- and use it on the test.   Study guides encourage students to review and study the material.


*  A semester final is given at the end of each semester.  

Absent Procedures
     * Check website or other classmates to know what lessons/assignments were missed.

* If papers are involved, pick up your missed work in folders in the back of the room.  Not all work has papers.  

*  See your teacher to arrange time (after school) to make up labs, tests, or quizzes.


*  You are responsible for completing all missed work.


* You have as many days as you were absent to make up missed work for full credit.


*  Work due while you were absent is due the day you return.


*  You have one week to make up labs, tests or quizzes.

Journals


*  Journals are done daily at the beginning of the period.


* The journal question will be on the overhead projector/screen when you enter the room and

         you are to start work on this as soon as all your materials are out before the tardy bell rings.


*  The question must be copied, and the answer must be in a complete sentence.


*  Journals are collected after 5 days of “block”.
